School is compulsory for all children aged 6 and 

above in Germany. This obligation remains in 

place until the completion of education at 18 

years or age.  

The coordination centre for school and migration 

provides advice to school-age children and y-

oung people who have moved to Herford from 

abroad during a school year with no or only a 

limited knowledge of German. 

The aim of the consultation is to place the child-

ren and young people in a school, 

where they will receive supplementary German 

lessons or be enrolled in an international class.

Process Consultation Information  

During a personal discussion with the family, the 

parents are informed about the German school 

system, the importance of graduating school and 

available financial aid. 

In addition to determining literacy levels, the du-

ration and type of previous daycare and school 

attendance, further language skills and other ski-

lls and interests are recorded on the admission 

form. 

Children older than 12 are usually accompanied 

by an employee from the Youth Migration Ser-

vice (Jugendmigrationsdienst).

The local integration centre is notified of families 

with school-age children who have recently arrived 

in Germany from abroad. 

The families will then receive a written invitation to 

a guidance consultation. 

In the preliminary stages, there will be a consultati-

on with the local schools regarding potential admi-

ssion. 

Depending on the school requirements and capa-

cities, the families will receive a place and registra-

tion deadline at the school. Families are responsib-

le for registering their children at the school. 

The outcome of the counselling sessions will be 

conveyed to the respective school and help sup-

port the admission procedure during the interview. 

The family will receive an appointment from the 

local integration centre for a school entry health 

check.
